The requirements or recommendations contained in published Standards are a consensus of

the views of representative interests and also take account of comments received from other sources.  They

reflect the latest scientific and industry experience.  Australian Standards are kept under continuous review after

publication and are updated regularly to take account of changing technology.

International Involvement

Standards Australia is responsible for ensuring that the Australian viewpoint is considered in the formulation of

international Standards and that the latest international experience is incorporated in national Standards.  This

role is vital in assisting local industry to compete in international markets.  Standards Australia represents

Australia at both ISO (The International Organization for Standardization) and the International Electrotechnical

Commission (IEC).
